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1984 is written by George Orwell, who also wrote about Animal Farm.After having survived 6 weeks in the dramatic world of the story .I felt unexpectedly heartrending for the dramatic ending which I supposed to be the imply of the author .

The story had 3 parts.The first section was surrounded by the slogan “War is peace. Freedom is slavery. Ignorance is strength.”which seems like the incantation throughout the story.The Big Brother rule the country and everyone was in the control of this powerful person with the fathomless eyes spying on you.Winston was the clerk in the Ministry of Truth who served as the censorship whose job was to completely rewritten the past by forging and abolishing documents and physical evidence. I also spend quite a bit of time with Winston in the Ministry of Love, where the brainwashing takes place. Those who commit thought crime are tortured until they grow to love and obey Big Brother and serve only the interests of the Party. As time went by ,he gradually suspect the reality because the memory during his childhood was against what the Big Brother said.

     Then comes the romantic story between Winston and Julia .Disengaged and free of the burden ,they simply enjoy the moment in the countryside which brought them happiness and peace .They sincerely loved each other and promised that they would never betrayed each other.However,just as I got the chills so many times toward the end of this book. The ending completely blew my mind. It managed to surpass my high expectations AND be nothing at all like I expected. Finally Winston and Julia betrayed each other after brainwashing happened to them .

     As far as I am concerned ,The politics and psychology of this story run deep. The society has no written laws, but many actions are punished to death. The slogan of the Party is entirely convoluted in the novel which means individuality is frowned upon and could lead to being labeled a traitor to the Party.It seems that the main and recurring message in this book is about censorship and brainwashing both are limited to ideas of the world .   

     I also wonder why the title was 1984. In the story, they don't actually know what year it is because so much of the past has been erased by the Ministry of Truth. It could actually have been 1981. I think it is what makes the title more powerful. Something as simple as the year is unknown to these people so that they have to believe it is whatever day that they are told it is. They don't have the right to keep track. Knowledge is powerful.But according to Big Brother, ignorance is power.

     A thoughtful theme occurred to me throughout the book which is not referenced consistently was whether the good of the many is more important than the good of the one. There are so many variables when it comes to this statement and for the most part it seems natural to say, "Of course, the many is more important than the one", but when inside Winston's head, all that I began to care about was his well-being and human side.Whether or not the good of all is more important than that of the one, I think it is that most people gain their own happiness is what must be concerned first which seems th have something to do with the human nature . And I only wish we could all accept one other regardless of belief and culture and not try to force ways of life onto other people. Maybe I'm naive for thinking that way, but so be it.
